
Lisa Lowe is Professor of 
Comparative Literature at the 
University of California, San Diego, 
and a former chair of the university’s 
Department of  Literature.  She is 
an affi liated faculty in the Ethnic 
Studies Department and the program 
in Critical Gender Studies.  Her 
research and teaching interests 
include modern French, British, and 
American studies, and the topic of 
Asian migration within European 
and American modernities.  She has 
published books on orientalism, 
immigration, and globalization, 
including Critical Terrains:  
French and British Orientalisms 
(Cornell, 1991), Immigrant Acts:  
On Asian American Cultural Politics 
(Duke, 1996), and a co-edited 
volume The Politics of Culture 
in the Shadow of Capital (Duke, 
1997).  Her current project, “The 
Intimacies of Four Continents,” is a 
study of the convergence of slavery, 
migration, and colonialisms in the 
early Americas as the conditions for 
modern humanism and humanistic 
knowledge.
